 

KEY PERSON
Each child will have its own key person who will keep records throughout their time at pre-school.

The children’s progress and future learning needs are assessed and recorded through frequent observation and are shared with parents at parents evening at the end of the year or by request.  

Children who are with us between the ages of 2 and 3 years old will have a development check which will take place in the nursery and then shared with parents.  This is now a legal requirement of the setting.
Early identification of children’s particular needs leads to appropriate intervention and support with other professionals from Early Years.
Children participate in a range of activities which take due account of their interests and achievements and their developing physical, intellectual, emotional, communication, language, knowledge & understanding of the world, creative, personal and social abilities.
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
