  
BEHAVIOUR POLICY

We endeavour to: -

· show the children the importance of self-respect and to respect their peers and adults in the setting.  This will help our children to develop socially and emotionally.
· promote positive support for the children.
· offer praise and courtesy.
· allow them to take charge of their own lives.
· show that acceptable behaviour is advantageous to the children by demonstrating correct role models.

Discriminatory behaviour or remarks
These are unacceptable in the group.  The response will aim to be sensitive to the feelings of the victim(s) and to help those responsible to understand and overcome their prejudices.

Unacceptable behaviour

If a child constantly behaves in an unacceptable way i.e. fighting, biting, scratching etc. adults must show that it is not socially acceptable.  This will be guided by the age and stage of development of the children involved.

With under 3’s removal from the other child or distracting with a similar toy is usually enough reinforced by a simple “No”.

With older children the adult should explain why the behaviour is unacceptable.  The child will then be asked to sit quietly at an activity for a few minutes to calm down before they rejoin the group.

We aim to help the children develop self-esteem and respect for themselves and the needs of others.

If a child’s behaviour escalates and a child needs restraining or removing from the situation to safeguard them or others. Practitioners will follow the Positive Handling and Touch policy (see policy).

Parents will always be informed of any unacceptable behaviour concerning their child during the session.  We will work with parents to help children modify their behaviour by developing an action plan to be used at home and in the group.
